Overview:  Dr. Baldwin and Dr. Collin presented the Next Generation in Science Standards 

(NGSS) and the C3 framework for social studies state standards.  These standards extend 

content and skills for students and the standards align with 21
st
 century skills, such as 

communication, collaboration, and critical thinking.

social studies?  What is the ideal science learning experience for Suffield students?
