A major clean out off all pipes will be
scheduled.

REPORT FROM THE TENANT REPRESENTATIVE

Suggestion box: There were two comments placed in the boxes.
One questioned the resident ownership of two vehicles. Residents may only have one car/truck
parked on the property at a time. This is due to the lack of parking slots available.

The second note reported a vehicle that does not belong to a resident but one that appears to
belong to a person possibly staying with a tenant. As this breaks State of Connecticut housing regulations
it will be looked into by the Housing Authority.
